Awards and Acknowledgments

Spiritual

Wallaceburg Christian School Award- this award is given to the student who shows a Christ-like
attitude of service not only to other students, but towards staff and community. This student will
be chosen by the staff and will also have shown leadership among his/her peers.

Academic

Diploma-These are awarded to all students who meet the requirements for graduation as set out
by the Ontario Ministry of Education.

Honour Student Award- this award is given to students who have achieved an all-year grade-
point average of 80 percent for all subject areas.

Academic Award- this award is given to students who have achieved an all-year overall grade
point average of 90 percent in all subject areas.

Participation

Fine Arts Award- this award is given to a student who has participated and has given high
quality aesthetic expression in areas of art, music, speech or drama.

Sports Award- this award is given to a male and a female student who has shown Christ-like
qualities in sportsmanship and outstanding performance in four of six extra-curricular sports
areas.

Each award will be a plaque with the WCS crest on it, name of student and award received.
