Last Wednesday, 12 of
our Grade 5-8 students were
able to take partin the annual
Fine Arts Day. The different
topics were:

Intarsia — The students were
given the opportunity to
choose from several wooden
designs; they sanded, stained,
glued and varnished pieces to
create a unique and
interesting design.

Batik — The students created a
design on cotton cloth. The
design was painted with
melted wax and brushed over
with India ink.

Free Standing Sculpture - This
workshop concentrated on
figures and forms using white
earthenware. The students
learned to hollow out forms,
and then properly reattach
segments as they constructed
an animal figure.

Printmaking on a Press — the
students engraved a piece of
plexiglass then prepared the
plate for printing, inked it in
several different colours, and
were able to run off a series of
original prints on a printing
press.

Cartooning - The students
worked with the general
outlines of how to use shapes
to create a cartoon, and how
to bring them to life.

Plaster Casting — The students
used material similar to
medical casting strips used for
broken arms; however, when
molded into detailed hands,
feet or draped over frames,
casting can be an interesting
form of sculpture

| believe the pictures on
the next page will speak for
themselves as a reason why
our schoolis able to celebrate
when our students have
opportunities to take part in
these types of learning.
