retold by Angela Elwell Hunt. It is a story
where three trees had great dreams, but
were saddened when their dream
seemed dazed when they were cut down
and used for purposes that they were not
intending. However, little did they know
that in the end, their dreams did come
true; only the truth of the dream was far
greater than they had first imagined.

| explained that when bad things
happen here at school, we need to
believe that in the end things will get
better. The God we believe in is a very
big God. He makes everything work out
in the end. Having said this, | encourage
you as parents to speak to your children
about treating everyone with respect and
fairness. | am praying for a more restful
spirit for our students as we head into the
Christmas Season.
